FAQs
Cups 2010-11

Q.  Which cup may an adult male first team enter?
A.  Normally, the Senior Cup and/or it may enter the Middlesex/Essex Senior or the Surrey/Kent Senior, depending on the location of the home ground.  
If the team is considered to be too weak to enter cups at the senior level, it may – if the Cup Committee agrees – enter the Intermediate Cup, and/or the Middlesex/Essex Intermediate or the Surrey/Kent Intermediate, depending on the location of the home ground.  

Q.  Which cup may an adult male second (Reserve) team enter?
A.  Normally, the Intermediate Cup and/or it may enter the Middlesex/Essex Intermediate or the Surrey/Kent Intermediate, depending on the location of the home ground.  
If the team is considered to be too weak to enter cups at the intermediate level, it may – if the Cup Committee agrees – enter the Junior Cup.  If the first team in the same club is playing at the intermediate level, the only cup the second team may enter is the Junior Cup.

Q.  Which cup may an adult male third team enter?
A.  Normally, the Junior Cup, but if the second team in the same club is playing at the Junior level, the only cup the third team may enter is the Minor Cup.

Q.  Which cup may an adult male fourth team enter?
A.  Normally, the Minor Cup, but if the third team in the same club is playing at the Minor level, the only cup the fourth team may enter is the Senior Novets Cup.

Q.  Which cup may an adult male fifth team enter?
A.  Normally, the Senior Novets Cup, but if the fourth team in the same club is playing at the Senior Novets level, the only cup the fifth team may enter is the Intermediate Novets Cup.

Q.  Which cup may an adult male sixth team enter?
A.  Normally, the Intermediate Novets Cup, but if the fifth team in the same club is playing at the Intermediate Novets level, the only cup the sixth team may enter is the Junior Novets Cup.

Q.  Which cup may an adult male team below sixth enter?
A.  A team below sixth may only enter the Junior Novets Cup.  Any number of teams below sixth from the same club may enter the Junior Novets Cup.

Q.  Which cup may a male veterans’ team enter?
A.  Provided the players are over 40 years old on 1 October 2010, it may enter the Veterans’ Cup.  If not all the players are over 40 years old on 1 October 2010, it may enter the Junior Novets Cup.

Q.  Which cup may an adult female team enter?
A.  The Women’s Cup.  Any number of teams from the same club may enter.  The ties may be played any day of the week by mutual consent by the date set by the AFA, but if the sides concerned cannot mutually agree on a day, then it must be played on the date set by the AFA. 

Q.  Which cup may a youth team enter?
A.  It may enter the Saturday &/or Sunday Youth Cup of the appropriate age level from U11 to U18.

Q.  Which cup may a girls’ team enter?
A.  An U11 or U12 team may enter the U12 Girls’ Cup, an U13 or U14 team may enter the U14 Girls’ Cup, an U15 or U16 team may enter the U16 Girls’ Cup, and an U17 or U18 team may enter the U18 Girls’ Cup.
